crimes, injustice and wars.
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The writer did not use symbolism as an expression of
what cannot be said directly, but rather revealed the real
painful facts and the repercussions of pain and its
consequences, like a stone thrown in the middle of a
lake that stirs the stillness of the water, so the waves
erupt and expand, so that he formulates it in a coherent
linguistic formulation that is consistent with the
vocabulary, forming an integrated painting of creativity,
written by the writer With his wonderfully expressive
narrative style, we are in front of a non-stereotypical
writer, an innovator who confronts the prevailing, builds
his freedom and opens the horizons of the reader to
realize the importance of that freedom to identify
implicitly with the thoughts of the writer, projecting
them on himself in one way or another.

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INTRODUCTION

Often, when we think of theater, we think of the high
stage where certain characters are positioned to perform
a show, so these shows differ according to the different
theatrical types.

As a definition of a play, it is the text that contains the
script for the play, and the term "drama" is derived from
a Greek word "dran", which means to do or act. Theater
is characterized in many cases by the interaction
between author and reader.

Theater is an art form performed before an audience in
which actors translate written text into a performance
on stage.

The term theater is derived from a Greek word,
Theasthai, and it refers to the actual production of the
play on stage, and it requires several elements to be
completed, such as stage, actors, sound effects, lighting ,
the background, the costumes, and the audience.
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As for the play, it must have basic elements, which are
the theme, the action, the characters, the language, the
music and the scene.

Laughter Gardens is a group of plays in which all of these
elements are present.

The subjects are varied in each garden, sometimes it
comes across to us vaguely or less clearly, then through
dialogue it comes through to us clearly.

Each play has a story that unfolds between the
characters that represent it, and each character has
distinctive traits, in terms of age, appearance, economic
and social conditions. Dialogue determines the nature of
these characters.

The music was an essential part of each play, as part of
the sound effects, while the stage included all aspects of
the scene such as costumes, effects and visual elements
of the play.

The theatrical work presented to us by the writer Ali is
an interesting work for the spectator, the actor and the
artist alike, since the performances range from light
entertainment, such as musical performances and
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comedies, to those which treat serious political, life and
philosophical questions.

The characters are creative in the use of their bodies,
voices, and mental and psychological characteristics, as
their means of expression were inseparable from
themselves.

The lighting, in terms of theatrical value, has been
varied, including changes in lighting power as it plays an
important role in creating the atmosphere. The stage
lighting process has been divided into:

Specific lighting, general lighting and special effects.

Specific lighting was used on a specific area of the scene
to illuminate areas requiring greater concentration. As
for the general lighting, it was used to illuminate the
decor and the spaces behind the stage.

As for the special effects, they used light and made it
shine to show clouds or stars.

It can be said that the writer Ali gave his gardens every
means of enjoyment and benefit, as his plays shed light
on the human condition, shed light on complex issues
and achieved spiritual purification through theatrical art
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and sharpened the imagination, and that is the role of
the theater indeed.

The importance of theater as a means of information
and its prominent role in the social and cultural fields
and its role in deepening the cultural concepts common
to society and consolidating the dominant social values,

It is also a powerful weapon in the hands of man for his
progress and survival, and it is the guardian of heritage
and its transmission from one era to another, and from
one generation to another.
